Spell your name down the left side of your margin, hitting the enter button on your keyboard after each letter. For example, if your name is Bob, you wouldn’t type it as Bob, you’d type it like this:		B

Each letter needs to be capitalized. Here’s the video.
Next, change the font to anything other than Calibri, the size to between 36 and 48 points, and the color to anything other than black or white. If you want, you can also add text effects, but this is not required. Here’s the video.
Using each letter, come up with a word that describes you. So, for example:
Brainy
Outgoing 
Brawny

Other than for the first letter of each word, use a different font that is at least 20 points in size yet smaller than the font used for the letters in your name. It also needs to be in a different color from the color used for the letters of your name. Here’s the video.

Change your page setup to landscape by clicking on the Page Layout Tab, clicking the Orientation button and selecting Landscape. Here’s the video.
Also under the Page Layout Tab, change your Page Color to any color other than white. Your words need to be easy to see against whatever color you pick. Here’s the video.
Finally, add in a piece of clip art using the Insert tab. Make it bigger and place it on the page so that it looks good with your words.  Here’s the video.
