Animation Tutorial

Directions: In this assignment, you are going to animate the action from the Shel Silverstein poem, “Bear In There” from his 1981 book of poetry, A Light In The Attic. The poem goes like this:
[image: ]There's a Polar Bear
In our Frigidaire--
He likes it 'cause it's cold in there.
With his seat in the meat
And his face in the fish
And his big hairy paws
In the buttery dish,
He's nibbling the noodles,
He's munching the rice,
He's slurping the soda,
He's licking the ice.
And he lets out a roar
If you open the door.
And it gives me a scare
To know he's in there--
That Polary Bear
In our Fridgitydaire.
Since it would be hard to draw noodles and rice, we’re going to draw the bear eating a slice of pizza, a donut, and a can of pop. Less healthy, but easier to draw. Please watch each of the videos below. Complete each step on your own computer before moving on to the next video. Please make sure you follow the videos EXACTLY!!! If you don’t, you will probably have to start over as not everything is correctable if you don’t do it right the first time.

33. Turning the picture black and white
34. Turning it into a cartoon
35. Cutting yourself out of the cartoon picture
36. Pasting yourself onto the scan
37. Saving the completed picture
