Instructions: In this tutorial you will be creating a hula dance set to music. You may choose to be a luau dancer or a tree climber. After you create a dance animation in GIMP we will use Movie Maker to add the music to your project. Your completed dance is worth 50 points. The grading rubric for it can be seen below.

CAMERA WORK:
1. Use the digital cameras to take pictures of yourself. You will need to take 4-6 pictures in the different poses.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Save the pictures in your DANCE folder.
3. Save the luau picture and music in your DANCE folder.

GIMP WORK:
4. Open all your luau pictures in gimp and prepare the pictures for cutting.
5. Cut pictures out.
6. Select outside of the image cut.
7. Save as a brush.
8. Add brushes to gimp.
9. Open Hawaiian Luau background and duplicate the image.
10. Add your brushes to each layer.
11. Save as .gif animation.

MOVIEMAKER WORK
12. Open and save Movie Maker.
13. Add the animation.
14. Make Title at the beginning.
15. Make Credits at the end.
16. Add music and edit.
17. Save as a movie File.
18. Add to your Electronic Portfolio.
