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Glowing Eye – (10 points) In this tutorial, you’ll take a photograph of an ordinary eye and make it glow. Go to the link to get the picture by right clicking on it (once the picture is open) and saving it to your Gimp folder. Then watch the two videos below and follow the steps shown. Save it as eye1.jpg.

**When finished, add a Title Only slide to your electronic portfolio. Call it Eye and Dragon In GIMP and add your eye picture to it.**

[image: image3.wmf]Dragon – (20 points) In this tutorial, you’ll take a picture of an iguana, a bat, and a castle, and combine them together to create a picture of a dragon perched on top of a castle. Open the pictures and save each one to your Gimp folder by right clicking and saving: iguana, bat, and castle. Watch each tutorial and complete the steps BEFORE watching the next video. Save it as dragon.xcf. Notice the .xcf at the end, NOT .jpg. Until you have completed tutorial 4, save it as dragon.xcf; then change the .xcf to a .jpg.
· Dragon Tutorial 1: Adding the iguana to the castle
· Dragon Tutorial 2: Adding wings to the iguana
· Dragon Tutorial 3: Changing the color & final touches to dragon
· Dragon Tutorial 4: Making the picture look more dramatic

**When finished, add your picture to the slide in your electronic portfolio called Eye and Dragon In GIMP.**

[image: image4.wmf]Wall Graffiti – (10 points) In this tutorial, you’ll take a picture of a plain wall and spray paint your name on it. First, you will need to download the picture of the wall by right clicking and saving it to your Gimp Folder. BEFORE you open GIMP, you’ll need to go to the website called www.dafont.com, find the font called Streetwise, download and install it. Watch this video to see how to do that. Then, open GIMP, watch the tutorials, and follow them step by step. Complete the steps shown in each video on your picture before moving onto the next video. While working on your picture, save it as wall.xcf. Notice the .xcf at the end, NOT .jpg. Until you have completed tutorial 3, save it as wall.xcf; then change the .xcf to a .jpg.

**When finished, add a Title Only slide to your electronic portfolio. Call it Graffiti and Logo and add your wall graffiti to it.**
