Directions: For this assignment, you need to bring in at least 10 photographs of your family members, including parents/stepparents , siblings, grandparents, aunts/uncles, and cousins. You may also bring in pictures of family pets as well. Pictures will be scanned in and then returned home. If you want to bring in pictures on flash drive as well, that’s fine too. You are also welcome to bring in more than 10 pictures.
Each picture needs to be edited using one of the GIMP techniques listed below. You will need to use ALL of the techniques. Since there are more techniques than pictures, some pictures will have to be edited two different ways.
1. Black and white (5 points)
2. Sepia Tone (5 points)
3. Crop to Selection (5 points)
4. Fuzzy Border (5 points)
5. Selective Coloring: Full opacity (5 points)
6. Selective Coloring: Partial opacity(5 points)
7. Quickmask(5 points)
8. Scissors:  Part 1 and Part 2 and Part 3. (5 points)
9. Artistic Effects – Cartoon (5 points)
10. Artistic Effects – Predator(5 points)
11. Artistic Effects – Oilify(5 points)
12. Adding Text(5 points)
13. Multiple effects –combine together multiple techniques just like the Halloween picture you did for the tutorials. (5 points)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Saving: You don’t want to save over the original picture that you scanned. So, when you go to save, add the name of the technique to the end of the filename. For example, if you used the fuzzy border technique on a picture called image6.jpg, call it image6 fuzzy border.jpg. If you used the black and white effect on a picture called image 8.jpg, call it image 8 black and white.jpg.
