Each one will show you how to edit a photograph in a different way.
Opening GIMP this year is slightly different from last year. If you need help, watch this video: Opening GIMP
Watch each of these videos and then complete them yourself. Please be sure to save your work under the correct file name and folder. 
1. Black and white - In this tutorial, you will learn how to turn a color photo black and white. 
2. Sepia Tone- In this tutorial, you will learn how to add a sepia tone to a picture to make it look like an antique photo. 
3. Crop to Selection - In this tutorial, you will learn how to cut down the size of a picture.
4. Fuzzy Border - In this tutorial, you will learn how to make the edges of your picture fade out into a solid color. 
5. Selective Coloring 1: Full opacity - In this tutorial, you will learn how to turn a color photo black and white and then bring full color back to certain parts of it.
6. Selective Coloring 2: Partial opacity- Similar to the full opacity tutorial, this tutorial shows you how to make the color you are bringing back pastel.
