GIMP Review II

In this assignment, you will continue reviewing some GIMP techniques from last year while learning several new techniques. Each tutorial is worth FIVE (5) points except for number seven (7), which is worth TEN (10) points. You will also be using these techniques when building the Family History website, which you will begin next week. Each one will show you how to edit a photograph in a different way.
Watch each of these videos and then complete them yourself. Please be sure to save your work under the correct file name and folder. 
1. Quickmask – Teaches you how to add a patterned border around the edges of your picture. Use the picture called baby1.jpg for this tutorial. Here’s the video.
2. Scissors – Teaches you how to cut out part of one picture and add it to another. Use the pictures called sunset.jpg and children with dog.jpg for this tutorial. This video had to be broken up into THREE parts. Here’s Part 1 and Part 2 and Part 3.
3. Artistic Effects – Cartoon – Teaches you how to give your picture a cartoon-like appearance. Use the picture called girl with sunglasses.jpg for this tutorial. Here’s the video.
4. Artistic Effects – Predator – Teaches you how to add a computerized, pixelized look to your picture. Use the picture called girl with sunglasses.jpg for this tutorial. Here’s the video.
5. Artistic Effects – Oilify – Teaches you how to make your pictures look like an oil painting. Use the picture called girl with sunglasses.jpg for this tutorial. Here’s the video.
6. Adding Text – Teaches you how to add words over your picture. Use the picture called rollercoaster.jpg for this tutorial. Here’s the video.
7. Putting multiple effects together – combines together a number of different techniques into one picture. Use the picture called halloween.jpg for this tutorial. First you’ll do a selective coloring effect. Then you’ll add a sepia tone. After that, you’ll create a fuzzy border. Last, you’ll add text to the bottom of the picture.
