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Instructions: In this assignment, you will look around the classroom for shapes that can be used to form letters. Using a digital camera, you will take a picture of each letter in the word “Technology” plus each letter in your last name. Then, using GIMP, you will adjust the brightness and contrast of the pictures so that the shape of the letter stands out clearly. Finally, you’ll combine all the letters into a single word, once for “Technology” and one for your last name, and then add a fuzzy border to the words. When finished, add both files into your Electronic Portfolio in PowerPoint.
1. Take pictures of things that look like letters (I can see the letter X under many of the chairs in the room; headphones might look like a C or G). You will need the letters to spell out TECHNOLOGY and your Last name.
2. Make a folder in your my documents called Letters and upload your pictures there. Rename the pictures.
3. Open one of the letters in GIMP. I would start with the letter T for Technology
4. Crop the image to get mostly the letter
5. Scale image:
6. Adjusting the contrast of the letter: 
7. Save the letters
8. Open a new canvas (this size will be determined by the numbers of letters that are in your word.
9. Paste the letters on the canvas
10. Save As a .xcf and .jpg 
11. Add a background border.
