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Instructions: In this assignment you will be creating two videos that combine together video filmed at school with lyrics from different songs. The first video will be a tutorial video; the video you create for it will be identical to the videos created by everyone else and you will use the video footage we provide. The second video you will design and film with the help of your group. Before you go any further, please watch the tutorial video here.
The tutorial video will be completed on your own. It needs to be finished AND ADDED TO YOUR PORTFOLIO before you move on to the second video. You will need to work in groups of 3 to create a script and a storyboard for the second video. Your skit MUST be school appropriate, last 30 seconds to 1 minute, use spoken dialogue plus lines from at least 5 different songs.  You will need to dub the songs over the spoken words in Movie Maker, making sure that it looks like the people in the video are singing them.  ALL CONTENT MUST BE SCHOOL APPROPRIATE!!! If you make inappropriate choices, not only will you receive a failing grade, you will also receive an office referral.
TUTORIAL:
1. Create your storyboard (16.9 MB). – (when creating your own EACH member of your group will need to make one.)
2. Save the videos and songs – make a folder in your Songs in Real Life folder called Practice. You will also need to make a folder for your Songs in Real Life video call it My songs in real life video.
3. Create a title animation. 
· Save the brushes to your desktop in your brushes folder and add the brushes to gimp. Make sure you close gimp.
· Create the background for animation. (17.6 MB)
· Add running and start title (15.3 MB)
· Finish Title (35.8MB)
· Save Animation as .gif animation (10.7 MB)
4. Open Movie Maker and save the project as songs in real life practice.

8. Add to Portfolio
Now that you have completed the tutorial songs in real life video it is time for you to choose a couple of people to work with to make your own. Start with your storyboard: (What would you like everyone to say...we can adjust the script to match songs you find).DON’T FORGET THAT EVERYONE NEEDS TO MAKE THE STORYBOARD! If you are having a difficult time thinking of a story line here are some examples: (make a video highlighting your favorite teachers, a farewell video to the middle school, what it was like to be new at the middle school – 6th grade, one subject verses another, or activities/clubs they offer at the middle school) JUST REMEMBER THAT ALL VIDEO AND CONTENT MUST BE SCHOOL APPROPRIATE! 
Make sure to write song title and artists at the bottom of your storyboard. Try to bring in the songs on a flash drive or CD – NO IPODS! They use a file format that is not compatible with MovieMaker. (If you have a song you would like to use but can’t find it write down your name, song title & artist, and give it to Mrs. Baker. She will do the best to get the songs for you...THERE ARE NO PROMISES!). All Storyboards MUST be approved by the teacher and we will be videotaping as a class. So make sure you are ready to video tape at the scheduled time!!!!
1. You need to make your own storyboard – each person in your group needs to make their own even though they will look the same. 
2. Video tape your scenes.
3. Plug the flip camera into the computer and convert the video from a .mp4 to a .avi using the foxtab converter. You will need this link: http://apps.foxtab.com/mp4converter/ .
4. Cut your songs.
